ABRAHAM MOSS YEAR 9 PUPILS CREATE MSCB E-SAFETY WEBSITE 

A new E-Safety website for young people 'Beware of "Everyone"!',  created by Abraham Moss students, will be launched to the press by Year 9 pupils on 8th February at 11.00am at the City Learning Centre at Abraham Moss School, Crescent Road, Crumpsall.   

The mini-site will be hosted on the MSCB website as part of its campaign to keep children and young people safe online.  The website encourages young people to be careful when sharing information with people they don't know, to recognise the importance of privacy settings on social networking sites and to know how to report bullying and inappropriate conversations.  The website will be promoted through the media and to schools during e-safety week 8th - 12th February 2010. 

Each web page has been illustrated by work created by the Year 9 pupils and includes role-plays, radio shows, poems and animations. 
Ian Rush, Chair of Manchester Safeguarding Children Board said: "We want to make sure that children in Manchester are aware of the need to be careful with the information they share through social networking sites, so we've launched this fun mini-site to alert all young people to the need to think twice about what information they share with people on the internet.  This isn't about stopping young people having fun, it's about making sure they stay safe while enjoying chatting online." 

Rob Adkins, Deputy Head of Abraham Moss High School said: "Computers play such a big part in pupils' learning these days that it is vital young people know how to stay safe online.  It's very easy to put controls and restrictions in place when pupils are using computers in school, but they and their parents need to know how to make sure their computer use at home is equally safe and secure."


The City Learning Centre works with pupils across Manchester to develop E-Safety materials and awareness for young people.  The CLC have close links with the government's Child Exploitation and Online Protection Centre.
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
